True Freedom...
“There is no such thing as absolute freedom for 

anyone. No human is free to do everything he or she 

may want to do. There is one being in the universe 

who is totally free, of course. That is God. But all others 

are limited by or enslaved by someone or something. 

As a result, the only meaningful question in this area 

is: Who or what are you serving? 

“Since you and I are human beings and not God, 

we can never be autonomous. We must either be 

slaves to sin or slaves of Jesus Christ.

The truth is...
“Freedom is not so much the absence of restrictions as 

finding the right ones, the liberating restrictions - those 

that fit with the reality of our nature and the world.

“The classic illustration is a fish. A fish has two things 

that make it perfect in water; gills that absorb oxygen from 

the water, not the air; and fins that move through the 

water, but not on land. The fish must honor its design. It is 

designed for water, not for land. That is a restriction. If it’s 

in the wrong environment, if it’s not able to honor the way 

it fits into the fabric of things, it dies. If it does honor its 

design, it is free to do all it was designed to do.

“Real freedom is not doing what we most want to do. Real 

freedom is knowing which of the things we most want to do 

is siding with what we were designed for. Real freedom is 

finding the right restrictions, and that is why Jesus says, 

‘If you hold to my teaching...you will know the truth, and 

the truth will set you free.’ (John 8:31-32).

5. THERE’S ONLY ONE SOLUTION: Religion 

won’t help, spirituality won’t save, good 

deeds won’t make up for our sins. ONLY 

Jesus Christ saves.  

6. THAT BRINGS RESTORATION: Accepting 

Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord of our lives, 

and repenting of our sins restores our 

broken relationship with God, mends our 

relationships with others, and gives us...
